DEXTER MIDDLE SCHOOL GRADING POLICY 
1. Students are expected to turn in assignments/tests on time!
2. Assignments/tests must be quality work that is proficient – must receive a minimum of 70% or higher.
3. Graded assignments/tests below a 70% must be redone for credit. The student will receive help from a teacher in understanding the part of the assignment that was not correct.
4. Students may choose to redo assignments/tests that received a grade higher than 70% to improve their overall grade.
5. Work that is late or must be redone will follow the sliding scale:
a. 1 week late = 90% is the highest grade a student can receive on the assignment/test
b. 2 weeks late – 80% is the highest grade a student can receive on the      assignment/test
c. 3 weeks or more late – 70% is the highest grade a student can receive on the assignment/test
6. Because the skills and concepts a student must learn are essential to their future success, the student and teacher will work together until the student has mastered the skills and concept or they have run out of time. All late or incomplete work must be turned in by the end of the 9-weeks.
7. Nine Weeks tests and Semester tests will not be redone.
8. Missing or incomplete work will result in an Incomplete (I) grade until work is completed at proficiency level and turned in.
9. Missing or incomplete work at the end of the 9-weeks will result in an F (failing) for the class for the 9-weeks grade.
10. Turn in quality work on time.  Failure is NOT an Option!!!
